Presentation of useful tools for Grundtvig course organisers:
1.	Google docs:
Registration with email address required before you can use it.
This is an interesting tool for pre –registrations of your course. The user sees a form to pre- register. This form is transferred to a spreadsheet automatically.  The great advantage is that  all your trainer partners (abroad) have access to the pre-registration list
