Analyse: what kind of additional skills could be developed?

Strategy: what steps do we need to undertake to achieve our goal  
→ 20 minutes discussion in small groups

Plan
- find the training opportunities: find info on the subject

- find out the costs for the training

- find motivation + needs


→ always keep your goal in mind


→ start from the aim: identify what it is that you would like to learn

- decide on the time (long / short term) 

- time management + and formulate a deadline to reach the goal

- necessary equipment  

Resources
- find money 

- human resources

- find out time and place
Activities

- draw up a time schedule

- gain theoretical knowledge

- online exercises / simulation (ICT)

- practising in an experimental and real way
for ex. you wish to improve your English communication skills 
→ create a bank of e-mails + listen to podcasts 
Additional skills

- discipline

- self confidence

→ to develop search skills → learn people how to search in google to find tools via advanced search


→ people know how to use the computer but they don’t know what they’re 

looking for

↔ remark from one of the participants: internet and ICT should not be part of every course 

(f. ex. drama + theatre courses): focus on the outside world: world is not inside a box 
→ ICT is just a tool to present ourselves + to visualise the things → ICT could enhance the process!
