Presentation of the workshop and the workshop leader Sabrina Batino
The presentation was pretty long, so afterwards we had to change the form of the workshop for the lack of time: Instead of being separated by two different groups to discuss the presentation and the quality of Gruntdvig courses, the session continued by posing questions to the workshop leader about her presentation.
QUESTIONS
One of the participants has held a similar course. Taking the myth of Europe as the starting point, the course makes a route in one week following the myth story. The course has about 20 participants and it has been going on for 11 times now.
· Allowing the participants to travel is a qualitative aspect in a course. But how can you do that?
It requires calculations, but it is possible. If participants pay a normal fee, and if they receive the travel costs, it can be done without adding money. Sometimes you might find out problems with tourist guides, when you enter a museum with a group. One idea to avoid that is to give input before the actual visit, and have discussions in the museum, since discussions are not considered part of the guide job.
The problem is that participants from different countries receive different budgets, but generally they are glad to pay.

This answer arose some comments on the differences of budget allow depending on the National Agencies. The leader of the workshop commented it is a real problem the every National Agency assign different budgets.

REMARKS AND COMMENTS AS TO THE QUALITY OF THE COURSES

· The fact of including travelling, visits, etc. in a Gruntdvig course, is considered to add value to the quality of the course. Participants appreciate to know about the place they are moved to. "It does not make sense to move if you could do the same thing using internet.

· Ask the participants to write an article as a contribution to the course before the start. The participants feel then already committed to the course.

· When using power point presentations in courses, consider that just as a tool. 
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
