TEFL - Rosa
Rosa presents a Grundtvig Course organized by her university
Target group: language teachers having approx. two decades of professional experience not using ICT

· Aims: 	
· share good practice in ICT
· exchange pedagogical ideas for reluctant people
· awareness raising

· Design:
· What do participants know about ICT, what are their needs? – teach the vocabulary
· During the course people created their own useful material for their teaching
· working with WIKIs, webquest – offer solutions for problems concerning the use of ICT
· virtual language sessions (second life – a simulated world with different islands, academical institutions especially in Britain use it))
· hot potatoes (freeware for making questionnaires, exams and exercises)
· blog – everybody created the own blog
· evaluation  2 phases (at the end of the course with a questionnaire and after a few weeks to evaluate the progress) – they made remarks on their transfer

· Questions:
How do we ensure that teachers integrate ICT in their everyday teaching?
There is a difference between knowing about those tools and integrating it. A lot of participants don’t want to work with a computer. It depends on the school policy if teacher are able to integrate it.

Can you do the same course for different languages?
Can be easily transferred, not just focused on English. In order to have trainers of other languages too, the course description has to be adapted, so that the NAs will be able to give grants for it. 

Is ICT just a tool for learning a language or should it also be aimed at developing digital competence?
ICT is something complementary but it’s also for developing digital competence. So no final answer was found for that question.

European dimension - Renilde
In their final reports participants mention that „working in an international context“ is the aspect they liked most. 


What is the European dimension? – discussion in groups of 3 persons
· exchange of experience/material/methodology across borders, bureaucratic process
· meeting people from other countries, discover common and different values and to deal with that
· intercultural contact on a personal level and exchange of material/methodology on the content level  – participants should have the intention to learn across contexts
· reduce prejudices and stereotypes, dealing with different cultural backgrounds

Grundtvig courses in general are cross curricula and have to last for 5 days in order to get enough room for getting in contact. It’s definitely an added value compared to a national course! 

What are the main problems participants are faced? 
The level of language knowledge of some participants is a frequently mentionned problem in the participants‘ reports. 
It’s the responisibility of the participants to have a good language knowledge. Trainers should be able to integrate those people. 
Applicants should be asked to tell their competence level of the working language according to the European framework and course providers should also indicate the level needed.

People can apply for a grant for a pure linguistic course prior to the course, but only if they are partners in a Grundtvig project and they can ask for a grant for a language course in their own country.
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
